Structure of the Competition - 
Welcome to the 50th National Concerto Competition.  This is a huge milestone for the 
competition and we are planning many celebrations.  As in the very first competition in 
1967/1968 this competition will be for both PIANO and INSTRUMENTAL.   
 
There will be 8 Semi-Finalists (4 Piano and 4 Instrumental) and from there 4 Finalists will be 
chosen (2 Piano and 2 Instrumental).    
 
If you are chosen as a Finalist you will be rehearsing in Wellington on Thursday 2nd March 
2017.  This is due to the NZSO being the accompanying orchestra for the Final.   
 
For the Finals there will be a Piano winner and an Instrumental winner – the Trustees are 
also considering a Grand Winner prize and details of this will be available later on in the 
year.

This will of 
course all depend on number of entries.   We would put all local competitors in the early 
rehearsal time slots and out of town competitiors in the later ones.  At times we have had 
requests from competitors, and as a rule, have accommodated their needs however 
because of the larger entry number this year we may not be able to do this.
